Style Guide: The Nahmias Cipher Report is first and foremost a news organization and as such does not currently accept 
editorial pieces. Submissions must be factual, investigative, and free from opinion. Submissions must be heavily cited 
in the style mentioned above under “citation” and heavily researched.
